Dear Faculty and Staff,


The postgraduate rank may be used to invite individuals lacking doctoral degrees to come to Yale for advanced training.  The appointment process for these trainees is the same as for postdoctoral appointees, with the addition of the attached Application. Please submit this Application to Postdoctoral Affairs for approval prior to extending a formal invitation to the candidate to come to Yale and in the case of foreign national appointments before requesting visa sponsorship from OISS. An approved Application will be necessary before a postgraduate appointment can be processed.

There are two main types of postgraduate appointments at Yale: 

1. Visiting Students: When the Yale faculty mentor does not hold a Graduate School appointment, the postgraduate rank may be used to invite post-baccalaureate students from other institutions to spend up to several months at Yale as part of their education. Health coverage and a stipend of at least $2,100 per month are required. (Note: High school and undergraduate students are ineligible for this rank.) 

Visiting students whose Yale faculty mentors hold Graduate School appointments must apply directly to the Graduate School’s Division of Special Registration and are ineligible for the postgraduate rank. Note: Visiting Ph.D. students in the Schools of Nursing, Management, and Forestry & Environmental Sciences also must be admitted through the Graduate School. 

2. Research Trainees:  Short duration appointments provide formal training to individuals who lack doctoral degrees and who are not matriculated as students elsewhere.  These trainees must receive health insurance and funding of at least $2,100 per month. (Note: Faculty often recruit individuals with bachelors or masters degrees to work for them. Almost all such situations are for employment positions and are processed through Human Resources.)
